Degree Black Belt (Master) if available.

Forms Grand Champion will have Five 3 Degree Black Belt or higher Judges,
preferably 4™ Degree Black Belt (Master) if available,

Only Black Belts can compete for Grand Champion.

1. Safety Equipment:
Mandatory Items: Foam dipped hand guards, foot pads, head gear, mouth piece, and
groin protector (for men). Chest Protectors mandatory for Color Belts
Optional but recommended items:
Face mask (metal or plastic). Shin and Instep can be used in place of foot pads. Chest
Protectors optional for Black Belts
2. Scoring

1. Matcheswill be held in 16’ by 16’ rings.
2. Matches consist of one 2 minute time period.
3. Matches may be one in one of three ways:

A) Being the first to score 3 points (color belts) or 5 (black belts).

B) Having the most points at the end of 2 minutes, in the event of a

tie sudden death rule is applied and the 1% point scored wins.

C) One competitor is disqualified

D) Tiger Tots (or ssimilar program) will have continuous sparring with the
child with the most pointsat the end of 2 minutes declared the winner.



4. Target Areas:

A) Delivering strikes to the chest, somach, or ribs may score points.
Points may also be scored with controlled light contact kicksto
the headgear on thesidesonly.

5. Permitted Techniques:

A) Reverse punches and well executed forward punches to the chest,

stomach and ribs. Only controlled back fists/ ridgehands and allowed to head.

B) Kicking techniquesthat use the instep, the ball of the foot, the

heel, or the edges of the foot.

C) Light contact kicksto the headgear on the sides only.

D) Competitorswill also be judged on technical merit. Balance and control must
be maintained after delivery of atechnique to score a point. No blind
techniques will be awarded a point.

6. Prohibited techniques:

A) A competitor, who makes a non-deliberate attach, without making

contact, will receive awarning.

B) Thefollowing techniquesare prohibited:

Attacksto the groin area
Heavy contact to the head
Any contact to the face
Sweeps of attacks to the legs
Spear hands, hammer fist, elbow attacks, knee strikes, clawing, or
slapping techniques
6. Attacks below the belt, to the spine, collarbones, neck, or throat.
7. Disqualifications:

A) A second warning will result in a point deduction.

B) A third warning is an automatic disqualification

C) Any deliberate prohibited technique will result in disqualification.

D) Any competitor inflicting injury on another opponent will be disqualified.

E) Injured competitor will not be allowed to advance.

F) The center referee has an authority to disqualify any competitor that is

behaving in an unsportsmanlike or in a disrespectful manner.

G) The center referee has the authority to disqualify a competitor because of the

conduct of hisor her teachers, parents or friends.

H) Any competitor may be disqualified for excessive contact, deliberate or

otherwise, at the center referee’ s discretion.
4. Sparring Judging Information
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1. Color Beltswill have One Center Referee (3rd Degree Black Belt or Higher), At least
two Corner Judges (Four if available) who are 1¥ Degree Black Belt or higher.

2. Black Beltswill have One Center Referee (4th Degree Black Belt/Master or higher)
with Four Corner Judges

All Disputes will be decided by the Tournament Director, James Pumarejo, if not
available Master Jino Kim.
